Katie is ordering more bulbs, has requested posters from Smart Power, and developing a form. 

Richard will help with installation and posting notices and forms on the web. He will also help us keep informed with an e-mail list. 

Ann and John will write articles for the Lakeville Journal and the Cornwall Chronicle announcing our first meeting and action plans with great celebration to mitigate the last Lakeville Journal entry.

Gordon said that he will open an account for the Task Force to collect grant money and money from bulb sales.
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
